SCHEDULE A — ADDITIONAL CLAUSES FOR VARIABLE RATE MORTGAGE

This Schedule is attached to and forms part of the Commitment Letter.

1. Variable Annual Interest Rate.

Interest on the Principal Amount outstanding is charged at a variable rate of interest (calculated monthly not
in advance, before and after default, maturity and judgment) equal to our Prime Lending Rate in
effect from time to time plus or minus a percentage as indicated in the Commitment Letter. You can find the
current Prime Lending Rate on our client servicing portal. Your access to this portal will be made available
within two business days of your funding date.

2. Changes in the Variable Annual Interest Rate.

The variable Annual Interest Rate will change with any change in the Prime Lending Rate. A change in
the variable Annual Interest Rate will become effective on the day that the Prime Lending Rate changes.
Upon each change in the variable Annual Interest Rate, we may deliver a notice to you setting out the
new variable Annual Interest Rate, the equivalent interest rate calculated half-yearly, not in advance and
the effective date of the new variable Annual Interest Rate. Any notice will be delivered to the most recent
address(es) that we have in our records. You may only receive a notice after the effective date of the new
variable Annual Interest Rate. If we do not send you a notice of the change, or if you fail to receive the
notice for any reason, you will still be liable to make all payments when due under the mortgage at the new
variable Annual Interest Rate.

3. Table of Interest Rates.

We calculate the variable Annual Interest Rate monthly, not in advance. Appendix | contains a table setting
out sample variable Annual Interest Rates calculated monthly, not in advance, together with the
equivalent interest rates calculated half-yearly not in advance. This table is for information purposes only.

4. Change in Regular Payment Amount.

We may, from time to time during the term of this mortgage, increase or decrease the amount of the Regular
Payment in order to maintain the original amortization period contemplated for this mortgage. We will notify
you of any change to your Regular Payment amount by providing notice to you, delivered to the most recent
address(es) that we have in our records. You may only receive a notice after the effective date of the new
variable Annual Interest Rate.

5. Trigger Point Amount.

(a) Ifyour variable Annual Interest Rate increases, and unless we have changed the amount of your
Regular Payment as set out in Section 4, it is possible that your Regular Payments will no longer
cover the accrued interest that is due and owing on the Principal Amount in any given interest
period and the additional interest (“Deferred Interest”) will be added to the Principal Amount
outstanding. The variable Annual Interest Rate where this will happen is called the Trigger Rate.
If the Trigger Rate is reached, and the amount of the Deferred Interest plus the outstanding
Principal Amount increases to the Trigger Point Amount, you will have to take one of the following
actions within thirty days after we have notified you that the Trigger Point Amount has been
reached:

i) Mortgages that are not Insured Mortgages:

If your mortgage is not an insured mortgage, you must:

(i) make a payment to us at least equal to the Excess; or

(i) satisfy us that the Principal Amount outstanding plus Deferred Interest is less than eighty

per cent (80%) of the fair market value of the Mortgage Property as established by a
qualified real estate appraiser chosen by us, but at your expense.

i)  Insured Mortgages:
If your mortgage is an insured mortgage, you must:
(i) make a payment to us at least equal to the Excess;

(i) convert the variable Annual Interest Rate to a fixed interest rate as set out in the Standard Charge
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(b)

(c)
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Terms; or

(i) increase each Regular Payment to an amount sufficient to amortize the Principal Amount
outstanding plus Deferred Interest over the remaining amortization period at the time of the
increase on terms approved by us.

Default

If you do not do what is required by Section (a) above, we may demand repayment of the
Principal Amount outstanding and exercise our remedies under the mortgage.

In this Section the following words have the following meanings:

(i) "Excess" means the Principal Amount outstanding plus Deferred Interest less the Trigger
Point Amount.

(i)  "Trigger Point Amount" means, at any time,
(A) for mortgages that are not insured mortgages, eighty per cent (80%) of the value of
the Mortgage Property as determined by us at the time we approved the mortgage

(with or without an appraisal of the Mortgage Property); or

(B) forinsured mortgages, ninety five per cent (95%) of the original Principal Amount.
